Northern Arizona's Premier Community Gathering HOPE FEST Arizona 2022 – the 10th Annual will take place 
on Saturday, September 10th, on the Yavapai County Courthouse Plaza. 
 
Last year's event was the best attended with over 11.3K guests, independently verified by the City of Prescott Tourism 
Department. Throughout the day, a steady flow of guests came to the Yavapai Courthouse Plaza seeking services, resources, 
and free family fun. Over 95% of our guests came from the  Greater Prescott Area, and less than 5% were tourists. 
 
HFAZ grows yearly, and so has our dedicated mission to serve: Veterans, Active Military, First Responders, their Families, and 
the Vulnerable of Yavapai County through the HOPE Serves Family Resource Fair.  
 
While everyone has a fun time at HOPE FEST AZ, the most significant gain is providing 'hope' to the community and for families 
to get the resources they need to address the challenges they face every day. Our objective is to unite, mobilize and serve by 
connecting people to solutions in the areas of: Education, Housing, Recovery, Domestic Violence, Suicide Prevention, Mental, 
Social & Health Care, Family Support, Veteran & First Responder Family Services, Youth Advocacy, Adoption, Foster & Elder 
Care, Employment Services, Volunteering Opportunities, and many more change-driven resources!
